· Setting up the Parish Council and committees, Parish Council website and noticeboards

· Ensuring the Parish Council is represented on the Oakham Town Council Neighbourhood Plan Planning Group (Cllr Goodwin)

· Road safety improvements – new crossing on Main Road, reviewing parking on the new development

· Holding regular meetings with Larkfleet Homes

· Responding to the Electoral Boundary review

· Facilitating the installation of bins around Barleythorpe

· Pursuing the installation of a postbox

· Enabling the payment of CIL monies for future investment in Barleythorpe
· Receiving and responding to planning applications
Questions from the public:

· Election process – the Parish Council election will be held on 3rd May. There will be 8 Parish Councillor vacancies

· Adoption of roads – Cllr. Marsland explained the process to adoption

· Drains – it was confirmed that problems with drains should be reported to Larkfleet Homes

· Flytipping – it was confirmed that the landowner (Larkfleet) is responsible for flytipping on their land. It was agreed that this issue would be raised with Larkfleet at the next meeting

· Primary school, doctors surgery, dentist – it was confirmed that the Parish Council will continue to pursue these at every opportunity

· Damage to hedge at The Old Buttercross – it was agreed that this would be raised with Larkfleet to seek a permanent solution
Thanks were expressed to the Parish Council for the work done on behalf of Barleythorpe.

· Footpaths, cycleways and completion of open spaces – Completion of the phase 1 to phase 10 link is due to begin following the finishing of work to remove barns and level ground at the CCRC site. Work should commence in approximately 4 weeks. Unfinished sections of the Linear Park are due to be seeded.
· Maresfield Road street lighting – the substation is now live. Lights are not yet connected to the main. Jointing work will commence shortly with lights expected to be working within 4-5 weeks.

· Opening of footpath joining Stud Road to Buttercross Park – this is awaiting the completion of the flats and should be open soon after Easter.

· Finishing of Stud Road to Maresfield Road and sections of Maresfield Road – Plans for finishing the roads have been altered to allow finishing up to the play area. Section 38 Agreement is being altered by solicitors to allow adoption of finished roads by RCC. Estimated completion of work is May 2018. Larkfleet have confirmed they are happy to have road-marking lines painted as part of completion and for these to be enforced by RCC.

· CCRC and shops progress – Land for the CCRC is being cleared as above. Block B of the local centre is due to commence. Sufficient interest in the units has been shown to allow work to begin.

· Progress of application for 161 houses – Additional noise surveys have been completed. Progress slow due to intended change of use of land to housing from employment. Decision awaited.

· Pedestrian crossing at Buttercross Park – Traffic surveys due to commence 12th March now Lidl complete and traffic management lights removed.

· Parks and Open Spaces maintenance plans – Solicitors are preparing an overall ownership plan in order to draw up defined boundaries for maintenance.

· Lands End Way access road – a connecting road onto Lands End Way is being put in from Stud Road. The adjoining footway will provide a safer pedestrian route onto Land’s End Way avoiding the need to navigate around unloading lorries at the builders merchants.
